1. SUMMARY

e There are 9,187 people living in Harmans Water, 22.6% of these are children aged 0 to 15 and 11% are older people aged 65 and over. The non-white British
population accounts for 15.2% of the total population. 86% of the Harmans Water population were born in the UK. This is fewer than the average of Bracknell
Forest.

e Out of the 18 wards in Bracknell Forest, Harmans Water is the fifth most deprived ward. 15% of children in Harmans Water are at risk of living in poverty, compared
with 11% across Bracknell Forest.

e In Harmans Water 7% of the working age population claim benefits compared with 6.2% in Bracknell Forest. 71.75% of the population of Harmans Water who are
aged 16 to 74 years are in employment. This is lower than the average in Bracknell Forest. In Harmans Water, the majority of people in employment (44% of
workers) were employed in managerial/professional/technical occupations, with 18% of workers employed in professional occupations. 16.5% of working age
people in Harmans Water have no formal qualifications.

e 57.5% of children living in Bracknell Forest achieved 5 GCSEs at grade A* to C. 48.3% of children living in Harmans Water achieved 5 GCSEs at grade A* to C.
65.4% of children living in Bracknell Forest achieved the expected level of attainment at Key Stage 2. 67.2% of children living in Harmans Water achieved the
expected level of attainment at Key Stage 2.

e The average life expectancy at birth for males living in Harmans Water is 82.1 years. The average life expectancy at birth for females in Harmans Water is 86.6
years. Death rates from all causes in people aged less than 75 are lower than expected. Emergency hospital admissions for all causes are lower than expected*.

* An estimated 24.1% of adults in Harmans Water are obese. An estimated 18.6% of adults in Harmans Water binge drink. An estimated 26.5% of adults in Harmans
Water eat healthily.

e There are a total of 3484 dwellings in Harmans Water. The most common housing type in Harmans Water is terraced. This accounts for 33.3% of all housing. The
average household size in Harmans Water is 2.3 people and 4% of housing in Harmans Water is classifed as needing one or more bedrooms more than it has in
order to be adequately sized for the number of people living there.

e There were 307 crimes recorded in Harmans Water during 2013/14. This equates to 36 crimes per 1,000 people living in Harmans Water - a rate that is higher than
the average across Bracknell Forest.

* In Harmans Water, according to the Urban/rural classification from ONS in 2012, 100% of the population live in areas classified as urban city and town.

3. DEPRIVATION, POVERTY AND ACCESS TO SERVICES

Indices of Multiple Deprivation (IMD)

* Out of the 18 wards in Bracknell Forest, Harmans Water is the fifth
most deprived ward.

* 1430 people in the ward are living in an area classed amongst the 10%
most deprived in Bracknell Forest, according to the latest Indices of
Deprivation.

* Nationally, there aren't any people in any of the wards of Bracknell
Forest that are in the 10% most deprived areas when comparing them
at an England level.

Child Poverty

* 15% of children in Harmans Water are at risk of living in poverty,
compared with 11% across Bracknell Forest.

* This figure has risen by 0.1% since 2006, and Bracknell Forest has
increased by 0.6% since 2006.

Free school meals

* 7.9% of children living in Bracknell Forest and attending schools in
Bracknell Forest are eligible for and receiving free school meals. 11.1%
of children living in Harmans Water are eligible for and receiving free
school meals.

Accessibility

* Harmans Water is a 32 minutes walk from the centre of Bracknell.
Local bus services are provided by First in Berkshire & The Thames
Valley and Courtney Buses.

* Bracknell has two main railway stations, Bracknell and Martins Heron,
both of which are on the Waterloo to Reading Line operated by South
West Trains. As a consequence of the frequent service on this line,
Bracknell is now a major commuter centre with its residents travelling in
both directions (westwards to Reading and eastwards to London
Waterloo).

Access to Services

There are 637 households in Harmans Water who do not own a car or van.

5. EDUCATION

We have to treat the following data with some caution due to the small numbers that are involved in the calculations. It is likely that differences between areas will be
largely due to random effects occurring within the data. Data is only available at a Ward level for children who both live in, and attend school within, the local authority.

Pupil characteristics

* 16.2% of children living in Bracknell Forest come from non-White
British backgrounds. 23.3% of children living in Harmans Water come
from non-White British backgrounds.

* 8.7% of children living in Bracknell Forest have English as a second
language. 13.2% of children living in Harmans Water have English as a
second language.

Unauthorised absences
* 0.8% of school sessions were missed through unauthorised absences
by children living in Bracknell Forest. School absence data is not

available for Harmans Water.

*  65.4% of children living in Bracknell Forest acheived the expected level

of attainment in Key Stage 2. 67.2% of children living in Harmans

6. HEALTH

It is often difficult to use health data when looking at small areas such as Wards. This is because of the size of the numbers involved. For example, only a few people
from each Ward may be admitted to hospital each year for a specific condition. When we are looking at numbers that are very small we have to consider two key points
before they are used in profiles such as this. Firstly, when numbers are small we are not legally able to share them as the individual may be identifiable from the data.
Secondly, it is difficult to come to any reliable conclusions from information which is based on these small numbers. It may also be the case that the information is not
available at these low levels. This is particularly true of information about peoples lifestyles (for example, how many people smoke or drink alcohol). One of the ways to
overcome this is to use 'modelled’ data. This is data that has been taken from a much larger number of people and used to estimate the likelihood of a certain
characteristic appearing in other areas, such as Wards, depending on some key features of that area such as how many people of a particular age group live there.

e The highest risk of falls is in those aged 65 and above and it is estimated that
about 30% people (2.5 million) aged 65 and above living at home and about
50% of people aged 80 and above living at home or in residential care will
experience an episode of fall at least once a year.

e Falls that results in injury can be very serious - approximately 1 in 20 older
people living in the community experience a fracture or need hospitalisation
after a fall. Falls and fractures in those aged 65 and above account for over 4
million bed days per year in England alone, at an estimated cost of £2 billion.
